Notes from the Director  
Dear L.E. Phillips Senior Center Participants:  

 

I recently had the opportunity to attend the Chamber luncheon Business Hall of Fame.  I was excited about 

going because I wanted to learn more about our name sake L.E. Phillips.  What I found out was that Lewis 

E. Phillips was a lot like all of you, an amazing person with a touching story. 

 

Lewis E. Phillips was born in Lithuania. The family moved to the United States to escape the harsh 

treatment of the Jewish population. He was raised in Manitowoc where he first started work at the age of 

12 when he joined his brother and father to open a distributorship for out-of-town newspapers. He rose 

from near poverty during his Manitowoc childhood to head National Presto Industries in Eau Claire. He 

founded L.E. Phillips charities in 1942 and the Presto Foundation in 1959.  Both have donated millions to 

various charities and causes, the Senior Center being one of them.  Mr. Phillips passed away December 

1978 at the age of 78. 

 

 I left the luncheon with a sense of amazement combined with a feeling of being fortunate; fortunate to 

have the opportunity to be associated with such a dedicated community business man.  I know that he 

would be proud of what all of you do to help the Center succeed in our Mission. Once again, thank you for 

all that you do to make this place come alive!
